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Healthcare is provided through a team of registered general Nurses based at the University Sites and Doctors from the main Medical Centre.





The Nurses are able to offer advice on a range of health related issues, give follow up advice and treat minor ailments.  All the Nurses are trained in Family Planning, Contraception and Sexual Health.  The Nurses arrange emergency contraception, free condoms and health checks. There is also a Nurse Practitioner/Prescriber available at selected sites.





Nurses offer a drop in service.  No appointment necessary.  





Doctors are available at the Medical Rooms by appointment only.  For appointments call 0121 331 7979.
